Knauf AMF specified for
three PFI Schools

construction of Voyager, Jack Hunt and Ken
Stimpson School will significantly increase the
capacity for more students in this developing
area. Bougyues UK have been appointed to build
and provide facilities management services for
these schools.

Approximately 23,000 square metres of Knauf

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Triton supplies for
basement conversion

Isola Platon cavity drain membranes have been
used to waterproof the basement of a 17th
century property. The basement conversion has
allowed relocation of the kitchen to the basement
and increased the habitable area of the property
by 25%. The work was undertaken by basement
specialists, Biocraft.

To provide more height in the new kitchen, the
Biocraft team first excavated the floor in the
larger room and lowered the floor slab. Two new
light wells were created. To control any future
ingress of water Biocraft installed Isola Platon’s
BBA approved ‘sealed system’. This involved
fitting Platon Multi cavity drain membrane to all
basement walls and the vaulted ceiling in the
lower smaller area, whilst Platon P20 membrane,
with its deeper stud profile and higher drainage
capacity, was laid to the floors. Although there
was no evidence of previous water ingress to
the basement, to conform to BS8102, a Triton
Sump and Aqua Pump was installed in the lower
basement to pump water to a drainage point
outside if required. Cavity drain membranes work
by allowing water to continue to permeate the
structure but control it in the created cavity and
divert it to a suitable drainage point.

Following installation of the Platon membranes,
the Biocraft team screeded the floors, and dry
lined and insulated the walls. A flexible 6mm
plasterboard was used to line and maintain the
profile of the vaulted ceiling.

Saxon Court is a new Barrett Homes
development of one and two bedroom
apartments, two bedroom maisonettes and three
bedroom townhouses. Work on the development
started in January 2005 and has just been
completed.

CUPA Slate is a natural product, which is
extracted from its own quarries, hand split by
skilled craftsmen and quality controlled at every
level of the production process. CUPA 5 (500

x 250) was used on the development and is

a pale grey slate with a riven surface, split into
thicknesses of 5 mm.

CUPA employs a number of quality controls
throughout the production process to maintain
the high standard of the slate produced. Testing
is undergone for compliance with the British and
European Standards including BSEN 12326-
2:2000. Before the slates are dispatched, they
are classified by quality and type and then bar-
coded and labelled so the history of the slate is
recorded.
