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Acoustic design — Architectural guide to
good acoustics from Danoline

Good acoustics don'’t have to be bought - they can be designed. That is the
basic message of Danoline’s new book on acoustics, Acoustic Design —
sound of architecture.

The book is an architect’s guide to designing the sound from the very
beginning of a project. It sets out by going back in time and looking at

the acoustic design of the masters of architecture such as Alvar Aalto. It
proceeds by examining the different elements of the room design which
can be used as acoustic tools, i.e. ceiling and wall materials, furniture, room
shapes, structures etc.

At the end of the book, a practical guide to acoustic design offers ideas for
adjusting the sound to the purpose of the room.

Written by Erik Ipsen, architect and Head of Research & Design at Danoline,
the objective of the book is to give architects the power to reconquer sound
and make it an integral part of their architecture.

The book is published together with another publication, Acoustic Standards
— framework for acoustics, presenting the latest knowledge on acoustics.
The book is based on research carried out by Danoline and the Swedish
acoustic standardization board. The book offers ground-breaking information
such as the importance of diffusion and the surprising similarities between
different acoustic materials, to mention a few.

Case Studies — acoustics at work is the third book in the acoustic set,
offering a look at the acoustic results of different projects with Danoline
solutions.

Danoline has prepared an acoustic training seminar for specifiers, submitted to RIBA, which will be first held at easyFairs® Interior Fit-Out, on 30 April 2009.
Furthermore, the book set is used as education material at the Technical University of Lund and Gothenburg, Sweden, and the architectural schools in

Aalborg and Aarhus, Denmark.
