Bathroom doors

Doors that are wide enough to allow wheelchair access, whilst being a positive 
design inclusion, can need a large amount of space to open. By utilising a 
double-action pivot door set, only 50% of the door projects in to the corridor 
and bathroom, saving considerable space. The door can be opened in either 
direction, and is held in place by a magnetic latch lock for easy operation. 
When operated, the door moves in a simultaneous sliding and rotating motion.

Bathroom rails

The lifetime homes design criteria suggests that, ‘Walls in the bathroom and 
WC should be capable of taking adaptations such as handrails’; this would 
obviously allow for ‘Doc M’ fittings to be installed should the owner of the home 
require them at a later date. An alternative solution is to use a new product from 
Häfele UK called ‘Programma Cap’.

The ‘Programma Cap’ range of bathroom fittings allows designers to create 
bathrooms for everyone, with a range that includes grab rails and shower seats 
that disappear from view when not required by the user.

Designed and manufactured in Italy by Häfele UK’s partners PBA, products in 
the range include grab rails which fold away into the wall when not in use;

these can be used with plasterboard or brick walls. A full set of rails 
recommended in Approved Document M of the Building Regulations are 
also available, along with shower seats, curtain rails and soap dishes. All the 
products in the range have been patented and fully tested to European safety 
standards

The ‘Programma Cap’ range is manufactured from extruded aluminium and 
has a powder coat finish that is highly resistant to chemicals for easy cleaning. 
The standard finishes are white or slate grey, but other special RAL colours are 
available on request.

Glass shower cubicles

Glass shower cubicles offer a stylish design option, with the choice of pivoting, 
sliding or folding type doors. Used with a level access and suitable sealing, 
these are an ideal inclusive option. Another consideration is safety; Häfele 
shower hinges are tested to DIN EN 14428. The most important aspects of the 
testing concern the inspection of safety-relevant factors such as stability, risk 
of injury, durability of the fittings and the glass, as well as the capability of the 
seals to prevent the leakage of water, although under the DIN EN 14428 the 
escape of a certain amount of water is certainly allowed.
